It wasn't possible to get every vehicle manufacturer linked into this path.
Whilst in the past Honda had ties with Rover, Hyundai with Mitsubishi
and Kia with Mazda, nowadays they are more self sufficient. 
Hyundai and Kia are part of HKM (Hyundai Kia Motors) so their models
share a lot of parts with each other. Honda appears to be pretty much
self contained. 

This goes to show there's still a need for a Japanese and Korean
specialist...a specialist such as Blue Print.



The Same, But Different

On platform shared vehicles, things aren’t always identical.
The new Mazda 2 and Ford Fiesta for instance are basically
the same car under the skin, with the front brake pads
being the same shape and size on both vehicles. However,
Mazda fit an early warning squeal clip to one of the pads
which Ford does not do. As you would expect from a quality

brand such as Blue Print, our pads are the same
specification as fitted to OE, so our Mazda 2 pads -
ADM54295 - come with the clip and the Fiesta pads -
ADM54294 - do not. Whilst it is possible to interchange
them, it’s worth knowing that whilst they look the same,
there is a difference!

The 1.8 petrol and 2.2 turbo diesel models are by far the most popular
in the Civic range accounting for 85% of the 35,000 Civic sales in 2008.

The new Type R also proved to be a popular 
hot hatch with 3500 registered over the same period.

2.2DT Engine 



In its first year it won the prestigious title of Japanese Car
of the Year, the first sports car to do this in 10 years. Yet
despite its popularity in Japan, Mitsubishi never officially
exported the FTO. After a few people started personally
importing FTO’s into the UK (dubbed as ‘Grey Imports’) it
became instantly desirable and soon there were hundreds
of them being shipped over. It is now a very popular car on
the Japanese car tuning scene.

There are three engine variants in the FTO range. The 4
cylinder 125bhp entry model 1.8GS, and a brace of 2.0
V6 models: one with 170>180bhp badged as GR or GX,
and a high performance model with MiVEC (Mitsubishi
Innovative Valve timing and lift Electronic Control) and
200bhp, badged as GP or GPX.

As with any performance car, regular servicing using
quality parts is essential for the engine’s longevity. 
Blue Print are specialists in Japanese vehicle parts with the
FTO being very well catered for, and the entire range 
is available, supported by a three 
year unlimited mileage warranty.
Recent additions to the FTO parts 
range include exhaust systems for 
all models.

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We recently received a warranty
claim from one of our customers
who needed assistance with how to
proceed with it. The claim related 
to an Isuzu Trooper 3.0 TD that 
was being used to pull a caravan
whilst on holiday in Cornwall. 
It had suffered a total loss of 
drive and needed a replacement
flywheel, complete clutch assembly,
slave cylinder and master cylinder
which were fitted by a garage in 
St. Austell. 

However, when the vehicle was
retuning home to Newark at the end of
the holiday, the replacement Blue Print
clutch failed and the vehicle had to be
recovered the rest of the way to Newark
having only travelling 90 miles from 
St. Austell. 

Normally the repairing garage would
have the first option to put the problem
right; however, as the vehicle was now
320 miles away the best option was for
it to be looked at by a local garage.

I informed the owner that he should
book it into a garage of his choice and
that I would like to be present to inspect
the failed parts along with the vehicle.
The owner was understandably
concerned as he had already paid out
over £1500.00 for the earlier repairs.

When we looked at the vehicle it
became obvious that the clutch had
failed due to excessive slip. There was
no free play on the slave cylinder or
clutch pedal and I was unable to
compress the push rod of the slave
cylinder back into the body. Under

normal circumstances this would allow
the hydraulic fluid to return into the
reservoir of the master cylinder, but in
this case something was preventing this
from happening. Upon inspecting the
pedal area it became clear that the
clutch pedal stop bolt had been
incorrectly adjusted and was holding
the pedal too low. This in turn was
partially engaging the clutch assembly.

With a little internet searching we were
able to find the procedure for correctly
setting the height of the clutch pedal
along with drawings and figures of
231mm to 241mm pedal height. When
set in this position it does give the
impression that the clutch pedal is too
high, but this is normal on these
vehicles. Once the clutch pedal was set
to the correct specifications we had the
correct amount of free play at the pedal
and the slave cylinder.

In conclusion, as there was no
manufacturing defect found with any 
of the Blue Print parts the claim 
was rejected. 

The garage in St Austell who had
unintentionally caused the problem in
the first place were very thankful to ADL
in finding the root cause of the problem
and agreed to pay the labour charges
incurred repairing the vehicle. ADL
supplied the replacement ADZ93016
clutch kit free of charge as a gesture 
of goodwill.

A good conclusion for all parties –
case closed!
